Instead of thinking of comprehension as a “yes” or “no”, we can think of it along a continuum, moving from more basic to more sophisticated, more concrete to more abstract.

1. Begin with a read –aloud

2. Pose a question: e.g.,  How has the father changed from the beginning to the end of this book? (synthesis type of question) 
3. Sample post-its:

a. Papa used to be grumpy but now he is not .
b. Papa has changed because now it seems he has become more caring than before to his son.
c. I think Papa’s changed from being grumpy and annoyed and sad to proud, proud of his own son because he can violin.
4. At tables, or in small groups, have students  place their post its along a continuum – from basic /concrete to sophisticated/abstract.

5. Do this again with another question…
