 Ode to a Root  (can also be a anti- Ode) 
Definition of an ode: an Ode is a poem, usually short, that is used to honor something or someone. An anti-ode is the opposite! 

Basically, each line of your Ode must contain a word with the root that is the subject of the poem

Samples: 

 Ode to Med

Your medicines keep me healthy

Your medics keep me safe

It’s not the mediocrity that I love

It’s your medicinal quality that I admire

You can medivac me anytime

Sample Anti –ode:
 O ject, rotten ject

You keep me in a state of dejection

I reject your very existence

And hope to inject you with poison someday

Please eject your self from my life.

Steps:

1. By yourself, with a partner, or at your table – choose a root.

2. Draft your Ode – making sure you have used the root in every line.
